LINCOLN COUNTY IDOL 2012

Preliminary auditions will be held Saturday, January 28, 2012, from 10:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. and Saturday, February 4,
2012, from 10:00 a.m.—3:00 p.m. at the First Southern Community Arts Center at 213 Depot St., Stanford, KY. There
is a nonrefundable entry fee of $20 per contestant. Auditions are performed a cappella. Auditions are closed to the pub-
lic.

Contest is open to anyone 15-29 years of age in the state of Kentucky. Contestants 18 and under must have parental con-
sent. Previous winners not eligible to compete, but welcome to perform.

All contestants must sign a waiver/release for (under 18 must be signed by parent/guardian). Must also provide photo ID
and a 4x6 individual photo for judges reference.

24 contestants will be chosen by a panel of judges to compete for the title of “Lincoln County Idol 2012”. If chosen,
contestants must be available every Thursday from April 12—May 24, even if eliminated, the contestants must be avail-
able to perform. Before the top 24 contestants are chosen, they may be asked to perform in front of a live audience at the
Stanford Arts Center Friday Night Talent Night on February 24, 2012.

The 24 final contestants will be notified by mail within 30 days of the first audition. A meeting will be set to review
rules with the committee and judges.

Top 24 contestants will be responsible for providing music to the soundperson for each week’s performance. All music
must be approved by the judges, so contestants are asked to summit name of song to be performed. Contestant maybe
ask to perform a song according to a particular theme, i.e.. Disco night

Each performance will be held at the First Southern Community Arts Center. Performances are open to the public. Ad-
mission is $5 for all ages at the door. Limited seating of 250 people. All proceeds to benefit the Stanford Art and Music
program.

Public voting will be as follows:
Each person who attend the live performances will be given one or more voting slips to be turned in at the end of each
evening.

Each contestant will have a photo on the Lincoln County Idol Facebook page; each “like” they receive on their photo
will count as 1 public vote.

Eliminations:
The first week, 12 contestants will be eliminated; the judges will have 2 wild cards to be used that week and that week
only, so at the end of the first evening there could be as many as 14 finalists.

The judges will also have a week where they can “Save” a contestant and override the public vote. From this point on,
two people will be eliminated each week (unless judges use their wild cards and saves, then it would be three people
each week).
